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I. Introduction

The Azerbaijan National Science Foundation (ANSF), the Azerbaijan National Academy of Sciences (ANAS), and the U.S. Civilian Research & Development Foundation (CRDF) jointly announce the 2007 Azerbaijan-U.S. Bilateral Grants Program (BGP-II). The program provides up to 2 years of support to research teams of Azerbaijani and U.S. scientists and engineers in 1) biological/biomedical sciences, 2) mathematics/information technology, 3) geology, 4) chemistry, 5) physics, and 6) electrical/materials/manufacturing sciences.
The overall goal of the program is to increase cooperation between the science and engineering communities of Azerbaijan and the United States. Grants under the BGP-II program will be awarded via a merit-based, internationally peer reviewed competition under the terms of this program announcement. Up to US$680,000 will be available to fund up to seventeen grants. Each 18-24-month grant will be for up to US$40,000. Up to 80% of the funds awarded will be allocated for the project-related expenses of the Azerbaijani research team, and no more than 20% will be used for U.S. team expenses.

The deadline for proposal submission to ANSF is 18:00 Azerbaijan time on 16 July 2007.

The deadline for proposal submission to CRDF is 6:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time (EST) on 16 July 2007.

The target date for the announcement of competition results is 20 November 2007.
II. Program Guidelines

A. Program Overview

The primary goals of the Bilateral Grants Program are to

· Increase cooperation between the science and research engineering communities of Azerbaijan and the United States;

· Support civilian research, especially for scientists formerly involved in weapons research;

· Advance the general state of science in Azerbaijan;

· Support the development of the next generation of researchers in Azerbaijan. 

ANSF intends to offer proposal-writing training for potential applicants. The training will serve potential applicants in Baku and regions outside of Baku and will help applicants to identify potential U.S. collaborators and write effective proposals. Details will be announced on the ANSF website (http://www.ansf.az). Additionally, applicants may contact ANSF for advice on identifying potential collaborators and grant writing.

For explanatory purposes or for the sake of clarification, this Program Announcement may be translated into the Azerbaijani language. In the event of discrepancies between such translations and the English-language version, the English-language version will be definitive in determining the interpretation of any provision of this Announcement.

B. Funding Sources and Background

Funding for this program comes from both Azerbaijani and U.S. sources: 50% of the funding (US$340,000) is provided by the Azerbaijan National Academy of Sciences, and 50% of the funding (US$340,000) is provided by CRDF via a grant to ANSF.

ANSF is a private, non-profit organization operating in accordance with the Civil Code and Constitution of Azerbaijan. ANSF’s goal is to develop the Azerbaijani scientific-engineering community’s potential through financial and technological support of research programs in priority fields. CRDF is a nonprofit organization authorized by the U.S. Congress and established in 1995 by the National Science Foundation. This unique public-private partnership promotes international scientific and technical collaboration, primarily between the United States and Eurasia, through grants, technical resources, and training. Further information on the CRDF can be found at http://www.crdf.org
C. Eligibility Requirements

Applications to this competition must meet all eligibility requirements listed below. Applications that do not meet these requirements will not be sent for peer review and will not be considered for funding.

1) Each proposal submitted to the competition must come from an institute of the Azerbaijan National Academy of Sciences.

2) Each proposal must propose research only within one or more of the fields of: 

a) biological/biomedical sciences
b) mathematics/information technology
c) geology
d) chemistry
e) physics
f) electrical/materials/manufacturing sciences.
3) Proposals must have one Azerbaijani Principal Investigator and one U.S. Principal Investigator who each share overall responsibility for the project in their respective countries and who are each responsible for coordinating their participating personnel. 
4) Each Principal Investigator must possess the degree of Ph.D., M.D., Kandidat, or the equivalent and work full-time in a civilian research environment.

5) No individual may appear as a Principal Investigator in more than one proposal submitted to this program.
6) The Azerbaijani Principal Investigator and Azerbaijani team members must be citizens of and reside permanently in Azerbaijan during the course of the grant period. The U.S. Principal Investigator must be a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident currently residing and working in the U.S.

7) All projects must be oriented toward civilian, non-military objectives and must be carried out in a civilian research environment.

8) For-profit organizations or their employees may not receive funding from this program, however, they may participate in the project at their own expense.

9) Projects may not request funds for commercial manufacturing or marketing. However, projects may include funds for research related to pre-market technology development that is part of the innovation process leading to commercial products.

10) Each proposal will be evaluated independently and may not be a part of, nor depend on the success of, other proposals submitted to this program or to other grant programs. More generally, the successful completion of the project proposed in the application must not depend on securing funds from other sources unless those funds are fully available and documented at the time of submission.

11) ANSF and CRDF strongly discourage the inclusion of an “administrative superior” of a Principal Investigator’s institution in a proposal in any role for which individual financial support is requested. For a definition of “administrative superior” and other details, please see the Budget Requirements in section VII below.

12) Researchers and students who are currently participating on other CRDF or ANSF-funded projects are eligible to apply to this program. However, the total time worked on all CRDF and ANSF awards cannot exceed 100% of full time effort. Accordingly, ANSF and CRDF may require adjustment or elimination of the relevant request for individual financial support (IFS) prior to making a grant award.

13) Principal Investigators who have participated on a previous, closed CRDF or ANSF award are eligible to apply to this program provided that such participants are up to date on the submission of all progress reports, including final project reports. ANSF or CRDF grantees who are delinquent in submitting progress reports may be restricted from participating in this program.

III.
Proposal Submission

A. Submission Process

Applicants must submit proposals to both ANSF by 18:00 Baku time and to CRDF by 6:00 p.m. EST (18:00) on Monday 16 July 2007. Any proposal that is not submitted to both organizations in the manner described below may be deemed ineligible.

A letter will be sent to the Azerbaijani and U.S. Principal Investigators confirming whether the proposal has been accepted into the competition.

Submission to ANSF

Completed applications must be submitted to ANSF no later than 18:00 Baku time on Monday, 16 July 2007. Applicants must provide:

1) Two original hardcopies; one each in Azerbaijani and in English, printed in standard fonts. Hardcopy applications submitted to ANSF must include the original signatures of the Azerbaijani Principal Investigator and the Azerbaijani Institution Director, and the stamp of the institution on the cover sheet (Form A). ANSF will confirm receipt of proposals via e-mail message.
2) Two electronic copies, one each in Azerbaijani and in English. When the electronic copies are submitted to ANSF via the e-mail provided above, the subject of the e-mail must be “2007 Azerbaijan-U.S. BGP II”.

Submission to CRDF

Completed applications must be submitted electronically to CRDF no later than 6:00 p.m. EST on Monday 16 July 2007. All submissions must be made using CRDF’s Electronic Proposal Submission (EPS) web site for this competition:

http://proposals.crdf.org/azerbaijanbgp/
This EPS website will open for submissions by 1 May 2007.

Proposals must be submitted ONCE, in their entirety, as a single document, by only ONE Principal Investigator on the project.
At the conclusion of the electronic submission process, an automatic confirmation and verification message will be sent immediately to both Principal Investigators; a copy of this message will also be sent to the Azerbaijani Institute Director and the U.S. Institute Representative identified in the proposal. Further instructions on electronic proposal submission are available at the web link indicated above. A hardcopy of the proposal is not required to be submitted to CRDF at any time.

B. Changes after Submission

All proposals must be complete when submitted. Any proposal not containing all required elements as indicated in this Program Announcement may be ruled ineligible. No modifications may be made to any proposal or requested by the applicant once it has been received by ANSF and CRDF. However, ANSF and CRDF may, at their initiative and discretion, request clarifications or additional relevant information from the applicant before accepting the proposal into the competition.

If circumstances have changed so significantly after the time of proposal submission that the project can no longer be carried out as proposed, the Principal Investigator should notify ANSF and CRDF accordingly and indicate that they are withdrawing the proposal from the competition.

IV.
Peer Review Process

A. Overview of Review Process

All eligible proposals will be evaluated by expert reviewers. CRDF will obtain at least two expert evaluations from the U.S. and ANSF will obtain at least two expert evaluations from Azerbaijani or Eurasian researchers. In assessing the proposals, reviewers will use the evaluation criteria indicated below. All applicants will receive written reviewer comments, in anonymous form, after the announcement of funding decisions.

All funding decisions are final. Appeals of funding decisions will not be considered. 

B. Evaluation Criteria

The expert reviewers will use the following criteria in the evaluation of proposals for this program. All of the following criteria will be considered in determining the merit of the proposal:

· Personnel Capacity: The expertise of the project participants to achieve the proposed research objectives; past performance (especially publication record) on previously received grants;
· Research Plan: The technical soundness of the proposed approach (including clarity of goals, objectives, and methods to be used) and the adequacy of technical resources (existing and requested) available;
· Impact and Application: The likelihood that the project will substantively advance knowledge in the discipline; the degree of innovation and novelty of the research; likelihood that the applied component of the research will result in beneficial new technologies (if applicable);
· Project Management: The soundness of the project management plan and project timeline, including coordination of communications between collaborators, the rationale and clarity of roles assigned to team members, the feasibility of achieving goals within the project duration;
· Mutuality of Benefit: The likelihood that the project will result in scientific or technical benefits to researchers in both Azerbaijan and the United States.
C. Funding Priorities

In order to distinguish between proposals that are judged to be equally meritorious, as determined by expert review using the Evaluation Criteria above, the following funding priorities will be considered.

· Proposals that include former weapons scientists. Participants who were formerly engaged in weapons research are required to indicate such experience on Form A of the proposal, using the Former Weapons Researcher Code List in Appendix 2 of this program announcement.

· Proposals in which the Principal Investigator is an early-career scientist who has completed the Ph.D. or Kandidat degree within six years of the proposal submission date.

· Proposals from Principal Investigators who have not previously received ANSF or CRDF funding.

· Proposals that include a cost-share or donation-in-kind in addition to any required in this program announcement. Please note that in order to be considered, all cost-shares (or donations-in-kind) must be fully documented at the time of proposal submission.

· Proposals that bring unique new equipment or research capacities to Azerbaijan or that address a problem of significant national concern.

· Proposals submitted by female scientists.

· Proposals submitted from outside Baku.

V. Proposal Contents

All proposals should be typed single-spaced; in a font size ≥ 10 points; with margins of 2.5 cm on the sides, top, and bottom. All pages, including forms, should be numbered consecutively in the bottom right corner.

Each proposal must contain all of the elements described below not to exceed 22 pages in length. 

1. Cover Sheet (Form A): The cover sheet should include basic information about the proposal, Azerbaijani Principal Investigator, Azerbaijani Institution Director, U.S. Principal Investigator, and U.S. institutional representative.  
2. Abstract: In one concise paragraph, summarize all relevant aspects of the project, with special attention to its objectives, methods, and potential results.

3. Project Narrative: (10 pages maximum, including any graphs, diagrams, photos or references cited). 
a) What is the specific research to be carried out and why is the proposed research important? Succinctly describe the scientific problems to be addressed. The text should provide clear justification for the importance of the research, including reference to the relevant publications in the international literature.

b) How will the proposed research be carried out? Clearly describe the methods and approach to be used in carrying out the proposed research. Indicate clearly how each project objective will be accomplished. Also, indicate the plans for publishing the results in international peer-reviewed journals.

c) How will the individual and combined competencies of the Azerbaijani and U.S. research team enable the project to be carried out, and what relevant prior work has been carried out by members of the team (relevant prior ANSF/CRDF awards must be described)?

d) Include a description and justification for each major piece of equipment to be purchased.

e) What are the anticipated results of the project and how do they address the evaluation criteria listed in Section (IV-B)?

f) How will the Azerbaijani and U.S. Principal Investigators coordinate project implementation and assess progress at regular intervals? Each project must involve significant, substantive cooperation between the U.S. and Azerbaijani teams. All proposed international travel to be funded under the project must be described in terms of its purpose and duration.

4. Project Timeline (1 page): A one page table or chart should clearly indicate the timeline for project milestones, objectives, phases of the research plan, and other significant intermediate stages of the work proposed.

5. Azerbaijani and U.S. Principal Investigator Curricula Vitae: The proposal must contain a Curriculum vitae of no more than one page for each of the two Principal Investigators, giving the person’s name, title, educational background, current and previous institutional affiliations with dates, area of expertise, and a list of up to 20 most recent scientific publications of relevance to the project. 

6.  Azerbaijani & U.S. Personnel Data (Form B): Please fill this form out for all Azerbaijani and U.S. investigators other than the Azerbaijani Principal Investigator and the U.S. Principal Investigator. Please copy this page as necessary to complete information for each Azerbaijani and U.S. participant, including researchers/engineers, technical/scientific support staff, graduate and undergraduate students, administrative/clerical support staff, and secondary collaborators. In the relevant section within Form B, a short Curriculum vitae for each Azerbaijani and U.S. participant other than the Azerbaijani and U.S. Principal Investigators must be included. Each participant’s curriculum vitae should be no longer than one half-page and should include brief information on the participant’s educational background, current and previous institutional affiliations with dates, area of expertise, and a list of up to 20 most recent scientific publications of relevance to the project.

U.S. personnel are not required to provide information regarding their dates of birth.

7.  Budget (Form C): Applicants should submit one budget Form C for the entire award period. Applicants must fill out Form C completely and accurately, referring to the Budget Requirements in section VII below for specific guidelines. 

8.  Budget Narrative (up to 2 pages): A separate sheet explaining all budget items must follow the budget Form C. This sheet should be clearly marked “Budget Narrative.” All funding requests in Form C must be justified: it is particularly important for all expenses related to travel, the purchase of equipment, materials, and services to be itemized and justified. Applicants should refer to the Budget Requirements in section VII below for additional guidance.
9.  Statement of Other Support (Form D): All Principal Investigators and senior team members must complete the Statement of Other Support (Form D), listing current and pending sources of support for their research projects.  Form D must be submitted, even if no team members currently have other sources of support.  

10. Other Required Documents: If applicable, the IRB Protocol Summary Form (discussed in section VI below), Commitment Letter for Co-Funding, letters of intent to collaborate, and justification of IFS request for an administrative superior must be included in the application.

VI. Requirements for Proposals Involving Human Subjects Research

CRDF and ANSF comply with all U.S. laws and regulations pertaining to the treatment of human subjects in scientific research and development. The CRDF and ANSF policy on funding proposals involving human subjects research stipulates that the U.S. Principal Investigator, the Azerbaijani Principal Investigator, and the applicant institutions meet the following requirements:

1. All proposals involving human subjects research must adhere to CRDF’s policy and guidelines on funding support for projects involving human subjects. Please refer to the CRDF Web site at http://www.crdf.org/terms/terms_show.htm?doc_id=292607. 

2. Each proposal involving human subjects research must include a completed IRB Protocol Summary Form, available for download from the CRDF Web site at http://www.crdf.org/granteeforms/granteeforms_show.htm?doc_id=305885, and related supporting documentation. 

3. These materials, indicating an approval or an exemption of the project to use human subjects, must be submitted along with the proposal materials.

VII. Budget Requirements

ANSF and CRDF will not consider any proposal requesting more than a total of US$40,000 (including institutional support). In the case of an award, a project budget is subject to revision by ANSF and CRDF staff. 

Please note that expenses may not be incurred on a project until the award has been officially activated by the CRDF and ANSF. Expenses incurred before activation of an award will not be reimbursed. 

The applicants are responsible for determining their own budget within the bounds of these guidelines:

1. 
Azerbaijani Team Expenses. Support for the Azerbaijani team’s expenses may account for up to 80% of the total amount requested from ANSF and CRDF. No taxes may be included in any budget proposal submitted to the ANSF and CRDF.

a. Individual Financial Support. Individual Financial Support (IFS) is defined as payments to individual project participants for work performed on the project. ANSF and CRDF calculate individual financial support based on the level of effort and the professional level of each participant. A month for full-time personnel is considered 22 days, with each day made up of 8 hours of work. Individual financial support for leading participants may not exceed an average of US$300 per person, per month. Maximum IFS for the Principal Investigator may not exceed US$350 per month and may not exceed US$300 for a team investigator.

b. Equipment, Supplies, and Services. This includes support for research equipment, including computers and telecommunications devices and/or services, reagents and other materials to be used in the project implementation, subscriptions to scientific journals and telecommunications services. Any item of requested equipment valued at more than US$1,000 must be specifically described and justified in the Budget Narrative.

c. Travel. The purpose and cost of all travel should be justified in the Budget Narrative. International travel to collaborating labs is strongly encouraged. Travel funds may also be used for domestic travel within Azerbaijan and limited support is also available for travel to international scientific meetings. The following cost guidelines should be used in preparing the budget:

i. International Transportation. Lowest-cost applicable round-trip airfare from Azerbaijan. Travel must be on U.S. carriers on all segments for which they are available, and is mandatory on transoceanic flights. For more information, please see http://www.crdf.org/policies/policies_show.htm?doc_id=291723.

ii. International Living Allowances. For travel of two weeks or less, living allowances should follow U.S. government per-diem guidelines. Applicants should refer to a Web site listing current U.S. Government per-diem rates, such as http://www.gsa.gov/Portal/gsa/ep/contentView.do?programId=9704&channelId=-15943&ooid=16365&contentId=17943&pageTypeId=8203&contentType=GSA_BASIC&programPage=%2Fep%2Fprogram%2FgsaBasic.jsp&P=MTT.For research visits of more than two weeks, applicants may request US$2,000 per month or the prorated equivalent. These allowances cover all costs, including health insurance, which is required. The maximum single stay abroad for any one individual is two months per 12-month period of an award. 

d. Secondary Collaborators.  Secondary collaborators are institutions other than the U.S. or Azerbaijani principal institutions that will participate in the proposed project and receive support under the award. Secondary collaborators may participate in the form of sub-contracted work and may include any allowable costs described in this section. All secondary collaborator personnel and facilities must be specifically listed and described in the proposal. A separate budget justification for each secondary collaborator must be included in the Budget Narrative. 

e. Institutional Support. Azerbaijani grantees must include in their budgets an allowance for institutional costs of 10% of the total Azerbaijani team expenses. 

f. Azerbaijani for-profit company participation. Azerbaijani Principal Investigators and Azerbaijani team members who are employees of for-profit companies are required to cover all of their project-related expenses (including IFS) from sources outside of the funds requested under this grant program. These expenses must be documented in the Budget and Budget Narrative. In addition, for-profit companies participating in the project must make a cash, material, or in-kind contribution of at least 5% of the total project expenses. A letter of commitment from the contributing company must be provided at the time of proposal submission.
g. Administrative Superiors. An “administrative superior” is defined as an individual who has direct administrative authority over the Principal Investigator, and who works within the same division, laboratory, or unit as the Principal Investigator. Institutional leadership including university rectors and vice rectors and institute directors and deputy directors are also defined as administrative superiors. This definition does not apply to other individuals of higher "rank" within the institution but who work outside the division, laboratory or unit of the Principal Investigator. The responsibilities of an administrative superior include ensuring good working conditions for the research team to implement the project successfully and in due time.

CRDF and ANSF discourage the inclusion of an administrative superior in a proposal in any role for which individual financial support is requested. For an administrative superior of the institution to be supported by CRDF and ANSF, a written justification must be provided in the proposal. Both a detailed description of the anticipated contribution to the project and a justification of the proposed level of effort to be devoted to the CRDF/ANSF-funded activity by the administrative superior must be included. This written justification will be evaluated in the proposal review process. All projects recommended for funding and that include support for an administrative superior of the institution will be assessed by CRDF and ANSF as to the reasonableness of the participation of the administrative superior. CRDF and ANSF may approve or decline to support the administrative superior's participation, or request that the level of effort be modified and certified by the administrative superior. An administrative superior will be required to submit a signed certification confirming his or her commitment to the level of support approved by CRDF and ANSF.
h. Family members. Please list any family members of the Principal Investigator who are involved in the project. Provide a concrete justification for their participation. 

2.
U.S. Team Expenses. Support for the U.S. team’s expenses may not exceed 20% of the total amount requested from ANSF and CRDF. U.S. teams from universities, non-profits, or U.S. government institutions may request funds for the U.S. team.  U.S. teams from for-profit companies may not request any U.S. team expenses from the CRDF.

For eligible teams, the CRDF will distribute support to the U.S. team on a cost-reimbursable basis.  Allowable expenses include:

a. Travel Expenses.  Transportation and travel allowances for U.S. personnel traveling to Azerbaijan in connection with the project are permissible expenses and should be described in the Budget Narrative.  All CRDF-supported travel for U.S. personnel must comply with the Fly America Act.  For more information, please see http://www.crdf.org/policies/policies_show.htm?doc_id=291723. Travel allowances for U.S. travelers to foreign destinations may not exceed the listings found on the CRDF web site at http://www.crdf.org/policies/policies_show.htm?doc_id=291099.

b. Expendable Materials, Supplies and Services. Expendable materials, supplies and services may be requested, not to exceed US$2,000 for the entire award period. 

c. Graduate Student Stipend.  The U.S. team may request individual financial support for a graduate student member of the team. The graduate student stipend may include fringe benefits or tuition remission.  For graduate students who are not yet identified, but whose participation is planned, please clearly indicate their participation and request for support in the Budget Narrative. Applicants should indicate such graduate students on the Budget Form C as “Planned Graduate Student.” CRDF does not provide individual financial support for non-student members of the U.S. team or provide support for large-scale pieces of equipment for the U.S. team. Institutional support (i.e., overhead) to the U.S. institution is not allowed.
d. For-profit and cost-share requirements. U.S. Principal Investigators and U.S. team members who are employees of for-profit companies are required to cover all of their project-related expenses from sources outside of the funds requested under this grant program. These expenses must be documented in the Budget and Budget Narrative. In case the U.S. applicant institution is a U.S. for-profit company, the company is required to make a cash, material, or in-kind contribution of at least 10% of the total project expenses. A letter of commitment from contributing company must be provided at the time of proposal submission.
VIII. Intellectual Property

CRDF and ANSF make no claim to intellectual property rights under any award. The applicant should be familiar with and abide by the laws regarding intellectual property in Azerbaijan and by the regulations regarding grants for research projects.

IX. Conflict of Interest

CRDF and ANSF require that all Principal Investigators and Principal Institutions adhere to the highest ethical standards in all matters related to CRDF and ANSF awards. CRDF Conflict of Interest Guidelines are described in detail at http://www.crdf.org/policies/policies_show.htm?doc_id=296472. 

X. Confidentiality

ANSF and CRDF will treat all proposals as confidential material and require all panelists, reviewers and site visit experts to respect the confidentiality of proposals. However, proposal authors are advised that successful proposals will be treated as being in the public domain. Therefore, at the author’s discretion, if there is specific information in the proposal that is business-confidential and not intended for public dissemination, it should be clearly labeled as such at the top and bottom of the applicable page of the proposal. Such passages will be withheld from public distribution if the proposal is successful. Proposals that do not result in awards are not subject to public dissemination by ANSF or CRDF.
