The presence of fairly low concentrations of VES inhibited the growth and DNA synthesis of XX42-B cells, and also induced their apoptosis via a mechanism that was inhibited by z-VAD-fluoromethylyketone (z-VAD-fmk), an inhibitor of pan-caspases. VES activated various types of caspases, including caspase-3, 6, 8, and 9. These results indicate that VES-induced apoptosis of XX42-B cells might be caused by activation of the caspase cascade.

The manuscript detailing the effect VES has on XX42-B cells has been accepted for publication in Biochemistry (Moscow). Drs. X, Y, and Z will be presenting our findings at an oral presentation at the AACR meeting in San Diego, CA in December 2007.
